O n the cover disc is the 

complete and unlimited 
FotoTagger 2.0  – a piece 

of software you’ll soon wonder 
how you lived without. Naming 
individuals in group pictures 
has always been a problem for 
family historians as the space 
for captions is often limited, 
especially if the people are not 
arranged in neat rows. But with 
FotoTagger it’s a piece of cake.

Just open a picture in 
FotoTagger, rotate it if necessary 
using the controls on the Tools 
menu, and you’re ready to add a 
caption or label – called tags. Tags 
can be dragged anywhere in the 
picture to prevent them obscuring 
anything, while their colours can 
be set to ensure they are easy to 
read and don’t clash with the 
photograph. For pictures with 
little space for tags, a line – called

a callout – can be dragged from a 
tag to a person to clearly indicate 
who the caption refers to.

If your picture is viewed by 
anyone without FotoTagger they 
will just see the standard image. 
The tags are embedded within 
standard JPEG files so that the 
picture can be viewed either as 
normal in other software or seen 
with the tags and additional 
information in FotoTagger.

The controls are neatly arranged 
across the toolbar with tips 
appearing when you hover the 
mouse pointer over the tools. 
And you can make the tags and 
captions visible all the time in any 
software by merging them into 
the image, which is handy if you 
are using them in a family report 
or book – we’ll show you how 
later, together with FotoTagger’s 
powerful search capabilities. 

TAGS MENU: Contains the 
option to change the colour 
of text and background for 
both tags and captions. The 
colour of the callouts can 
also be set in this menu

SHOW/HIDE: Provides the option to show and 
hide tags, captions or regions while creating a 
picture or viewing one labelled previously

CALLOUT: An optional line 
that links a tag to the object 
it identifies. Its colour can 
be changed to see it clearly

SEARCH: Checks FotoTagger •s database for the text 
specified. It displays thumbnails of all the pictures 
containing that text in captions, tags or file names

REGION: Used to indicate 
that a tag refers to an 
area within the image and 
not just one person. The 
handles on the box enable 
it to be dragged to cover the 
intended part of the picture 

TAGS: Labels used to 
identify individuals or 
objects within the image. 
They can be dragged to any 
position to make it clear 
who or what they refer to

CAPTION: A general 
description of the picture•s 
contents that can be 
dragged to a suitable 
location on the image. This 
information is used for 
finding specific images

 

TOP TIPS

Find an image
After tagging them, use FotoTagger to search 
and catalogue all of your family history pictures

While you work with 
FotoTagger, it quietly 

creates a database of all the tags, 
captions and file names you use. 
This is particularly handy for 
searching for pictures.

Click the Find tool and a new 
window opens with space for your 
search text; this could be the 
name of a file, or just a name of 
a person, place or year. You also 
have the option to catalogue all 
the pictures on your computer 
that are in JPEG format, a slow 
process that finds every image, 
whether related to family history

or not. It•s recommended to keep 
all your family pictures in one 
folder, with sub-folders for each 
branch, to aid this process.

STEP-BY-STEP: FOTOTAGGER 2.0

[7] Anyone who doesn•t have FotoTagger  
installed won•t see your information. To make 
tags and captions permanently visible in all 
software go to the Share menu and select Save 
Merged. You have the choice to save it in its 
original size, though the tags may change.

[4] If it•s not possible to place a tag adjacent to 
a person we can create a linking line. Make sure 
the Regions button on the toolbar is not 
highlighted before clicking the coloured square 
on a tag and dragging a linking line to the person 
it should point to.

[5] Sometimes you may need to link to a group 
of people. Create a tag, but before dragging the 
linking line click Regions on the toolbar. Now the 
line has a box on the end that can be dragged 
using its handles, to include all the people the 
tag refers to.

[6] With the Tags, Captions and Regions 
buttons you can now choose to see some, all or 
none of the information you have added. With the 
Regions button highlighted the picture initially 
only shows linking lines … the regions appear as 
you move the mouse pointer over their tags.

[1] Use Open on the File menu to navigate to a 
picture you want to add captions to. When it first 
appears you may find it•s not filling the screen or 
has the wrong orientation. Go to the Tools menu 
and use the rotate options together with Fit on 
the toolbar to correct it.

[2] With the picture correctly sized and 
orientated we can add a caption. Click on the 
Caption button and click in the box that appears 
to type your text. With that complete, click 
outside the box and the default colour appears. 
You can now click and drag it around the picture.

[3] Use the Add button to create a tag … similar 
to a caption but normally only a word or two, 
such as a name … to identify a person. Type in 
your information before dragging it into position 
next to the individual it refers to. Repeat this for 
all the other known people in the picture.
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[8] Make the text and background colours suit 
your picture with the Colors on the Tags menu. 
You also have the option to change the colour of 
the linking lines, referred to as callouts, as the 
default black is not always visible against the 
background of old photographs.

[9] On the toolbar you•ll find the Del button, 
which deletes selected tags or captions. Further 
along is the HTML button that converts your 
annotated pictures into a web page that, 
depending on which browser you•re using, will 
either show or hide the tags and captions.
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
